• Consults with Staff Regarding Mental Health/ Behavioral Concerns 
• Identifies with Parents Appropriate Responses to Their Child's Behaviors 
• Provides Positive Parenting Training, Tips and Supports 
• Educate Parents and Staff About Mental Health/Behavioral Issues 
• Supports Parent Participation in Behavioral Interventions at Home and in the Classroom 
• Assists in Providing Individualized Help for Children with Maladaptive Behaviors 
• Utilizes Other Community Mental Health Resources as Needed
